2026 Budget: 

 Proposed budget presented by Glenn Wagner, Treasurer.  Noted that this is a deficit budget, 
with church expenses being fixed.  One error noted: the actual deficit is $500 less than printed be-
cause of a detail with the DFF benefit listing. 

 Member raised question about where the extra money is coming from to actually pay the bills 
that are not covered by income: Answer: Money is drawn from the Mission Investment Account to 
pay these bills. Karen responded that council is not ñcomfortableò with presenting a budget with a 
deficit, but is presenting this information to be transparent. About 25% of the income of the church 
comes from rental fees.  

Another member asked about the Endowment Fund; it was explained that this fund is used 
for benevolence, and is used only for outreach to the community. Some portion (25% of the distribu-
tion of any one year) of the Endowment Fund can be used for church expenses, but there are limita-
tions (capital improvement, debt reduction, or building programs). Changing the limitations would

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require a constitutional change. She further asked about the fundraising company working on the 
Capital Campaign; arenôt they supposed to be raising people, too? She asked also about the NEPA 
Synod: how can they support us? Pastor reminds that ñitôs a difficult time to be the churchò.  The 
synod does have a program that helps support struggling churches, but those churches are usually 
much smaller than Jordan. Member: ñWe need a marketing person.ò Reminder that ñWE are the 
marketing people.ò 

Another member reminds us that we need prayer and faith.  

Clarification was made for salary amounts in the budget. 

Question was raised about ñwho is going out to get new members?ò Suggestion to create 
committee to reach out to members who are not currently attending.  Reminder that it takes all 
members to reach out to their own families and also invite other people.  

Question if position of Director of Faith Formation (DFF) is really needed. DFF position is 
seen as being key to the growth that is being looked for; the volunteers serving the youth now are 
working overly hard without the support of a DFF. 

Memory of 1990ôs that there arenôt very many children in the church now; membersô own chil-
dren and grandchildren need to be brought to church as a start. People need to make it a regular 
part of their habits. Suggestion of having only one service and meeting in a smaller area of the 
building, in order to save money on utilities.  

Question was asked about how many people watch online. Tom Daniels says that there are 
350 people or so each week; Thanksgiving message had 500 views, per Pastor. Pastor reminds 
that perhaps not all people who worship regularly are even providing monetary support. Pastor 
stresses the responsibility of monetary support with new member classes. What is the reason that 
we are actually attending here?  Pastor relayed how directly and incredibly the outreach that our 
congregation does for the community; it is SO appreciated. In comparison to other congregations in 
our Mission District, Jordan is a wealthy congregation.  We did well getting through COVID, so per-
haps we have the ability now to address this deficit. Pastor says ñOur mission is to transform peo-
pleôs lives, and to grow in faith.ò   

A member reflected on ñwe are losing kids to sportsò.  

Question: how are we doing with electronic giving? Can that be encouraged? Glenn states 
that the people who give electronically are those who already come to church regularly. Question: 
How much follow up is there for children who are baptized? Pastor: letters and newsletters are sent 
out and outreach is done to them for a number of years.  

The mission of the church used to be in the pews; now the mission of the church is outside 
the church.   

Question about why the church stopped advertising in local newspapers. Response: Jordan 
is using electronic communication since thatôs how many of the younger generation are getting their 
information now.  

Shirley Shleicher moves to put the budget to a vote; seconded by Donn Jaynes. Vote by 
show of hands; motion passes, with about seven ñnoò votes.  We agree that we are not comfortable 
with the budget.

Dear Siblings in Christ,  

A favorite inspirational poet of mine, Maya Angelou, was known to have said,

your past in order to know the direction in which you will go forward.  This is 
for individuals as well as organizations and society.   

This past year at Jordan has been none the least challenging.  We said good-
bye to two of our long time staff members, Monica Unangst, who served as 
our Church Administrator, and Ann Kline, who served as our Sexton.   While 
goodbyes are difficult, we were fortunate enough to welcome our two new 
staff members who bridged the pending gap.  We welcomed Paul Schoen-

berger (Sexton) and Jan Gough (Church Administrator).   At the end of July, we said goodbye to Stephanie 
Derstine who served as our Director of Faith Formation for 3 years.  We are hopeful in this new year to be 
able to fill that position.  I give thanks to the Sunday School staff and Christian Education members who 
filled the gap in the time of vacancy.   

In addition to staff transitions, we were challenged with the ongoing building issues that dealt mainly 
with water leaks and flooding. We were blessed to have the Capital Campaign program in place, but it often 
felt we could not get ahead of the ever surprising issues.  You have been faithful  keeping our heads above 
water with your contributions to the Capital Campaign Fund which enabled us to make the necessary repairs, 
preventing further property damage!   

While the Capital Campaign Program is off to a strong start, one wonders if funds from members in-
dividual offering to the church budget were not transferred to the Capital Campaign.  Both are necessary, and 
in my humble opinion, it all comes out in the wash.  I thank our Finance Committee and Treasurer for keep-
ing us abreast of financial concerns and who have worked diligently to produce a balanced budget.  This year, 
2026, the council decided to present an unbalanced budget to be transparent in our actual expenses for min-
istry and the upkeep of the building as well as care for staffing needs.   

Our congregation is aging, as many are in our area, but we are also blessed to have Sunday School, 
Confirmation and Youth Programs that serve our younger members.  Not all congregations do.  In addition, 
we were blessed with two Adult educational programs through this past year.  This coming year we pray to 
continue to grow in this area of ministry!  

We continue to live up to our motto, ñCelebrating God, Connecting Peopleò through the various com-
munity organizations that utilize the space of our building from sports teams, support groups, home school 
extension program, Family Promise and various clubs including Scouts. We continue to connect and develop 
relationships with Godô people, providing a safe environment for them to grow in their relationship with oth-
ers and helping to transform lives.  

Although we have had our challenges which have been trying at times, we also remember the quote 
from Hebrews that I listed above. We remember that in the past year and well as all the years prior, God has 
remained faithful.   Moving forward and remaining strong in our faith, we can meet whatever challenges that 
will face us in 2026 and beyond.  However, it takes all of us together to use the God given gifts given to each 
of us:  our finances, our time, our commitment, and our inspirations as we continue to celebrate God and 
give God thanks and praise for all that God has provided for us, trusting God will continue to provide for 
what it is God calls us to do.    

Giving thanks to God for each of you and looking forward to the ministries God calls us to in 2026!   It 
is my humble privilege to serve as your pastor and walk with you through this journey we call life.  May it be 
well with each of your souls!
